Greetings in the name of Our Risen Savior,
He is Risen!
He is Risen Indeed!

These are the words with which we greeted each other on Easter Sunday; that Sunday now past, and
we are into the “normal” services of the church. The next church festivity is that of Pentecost, when,
by the way, our newest church members — our confirmands — will be received into the church. Our
church calendar, however, says that this is anything but “ordinary time” . . . the Sundays following
Easter Sunday are listed as Sundays of Easter right through Pentecost Sunday. I submit to you that
this is precisely the attitude that we need to adopt and to hold, for we are EASTER PEOPLE. As
Easter people, we subscribe to the idea that Jesus came to us as human and God together, taught
for a brief period, was crucified, AND was resurrected. Therein lies the crux of our faith; we serve a
risen Savior; in Him and through Him we can attain paradise.

There is more though; for as we follow Christ, and try to live as He taught us, we find that paradise
is something that we approach here on earth. Now, please, do not assume that I refer to paradise
here as perfection — that we will be untroubled by problems, that we will not be attacked; in fact, we
are assured that as followers of the Lord, we will face trials. What we are promised is that with Him
we will be able to find the strength to persevere and indeed the ability to conquer.

Ephesians 6:12-18 '* For our struggle is not against flesh and blood, but against the
rulers, against the authorities, against the powers of this dark world and against the spiritual
forces of evil in the heavenly realms. ** Therefore put on the full armor of God, so that when
the day of evil comes, you may be able to stand your ground; and after you have done
everything, to stand. '* Stand firm then, with the belt of truth buckled around your waist, with
the breastplate of righteousness in place, > and with your feet fitted with the readiness that
comes from the gospel of peace. ! In addition to all this, take up the shield of faith, with
which you can extinguish all the flaming arrows of the evil one. ! Take the helmet of
salvation and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. *® And pray in the Spirit on all
occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests.

Brothers and sisters, we are called to be faithful disciples; and we are also called upon to be warriors.
We fight against an enemy that is powerful and ubiquitous, but we are given the tools to triumph.
We must accept them, and we must use them. I pray to Him for you all, for me, for my family and
for His Church.
